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This presentation will provide an overview of the American Statistical Association’s efforts 
including a brief history of statistics at K-12 in the U.S. and internationally, a summary of the 
statistics and probability content of school level standards, the knowledge and preparation 
needed by the future and current K–12 teachers who will be teaching using these standards, 
and the desired assessment of statistics at K-12 on the high stakes national tests.
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
